Tucson Greyhound Park arranged for greyhounds to leave the track 
compound on the following dates: 
 
November 6, 2005 
 
28 greyhounds were hauled to the Juarez dog track by xxxxxxxxxxxx.  (List of dogs is 
available.) 
 
December 2005 
 
Rick Favreau arrived in the middle of the night and hauled a truck and trailer load of 30 
greyhounds out of the Tucson Greyhound Park Compound.  All of the dogs on this haul 
were crippled and injured greyhounds that could no longer race.  Track management 
said that the dogs were going to Favreau’s Colorado farm for adoption by the Colorado 
groups.

January 7th/8th 2006 
 
Rick Favreau hauled approximately 30 greyhounds out of the Tucson Greyhound Park 
compound.
